Level 1 Math Strategies
Double Trouble- Take the number and double it.
Ex: 8+8=16

Doubles Plus One- When you have two numbers that are side by side on the number line, double the number that is less than the other and add one.
Ex: 7+8=15

The Squish Rule- When adding ten to a one digit number, you squish out the zero and replace it with the ones being added.
Ex: 10+4=14

In Betweenies- When you add two numbers that have one number in between on the number line, you double the “in betweenie.”
Ex: 5+7=12

10 is my Best Friend- When adding nine to a one digit number, borrow one from the other number to make nine become a ten…then add.
Ex: 9+7=16

Sums of Ten- These are two number that equal 10. 
Ex: 7+3=10
